'Protestant and Other Christian (including Christian related)’ community background;

e 36.4% of persons aged 16 and over were single (never married);

e 35.7 years was the average age of the population; and

e the population density was 16.7 persons per hectare.

This represents a
decrease of 0.9% (46 individuals) from the estimated mid-year ward population in 2001.

In Bellevue ward there were 145 students enrolled at a Higher Education college in
2009/10. Higher Education can be defined as education at a higher level than secondary
school, usually provided in universities. Of all students enrolled, 66% were full time and
34% were part time students, while 55.1% were female and 44.9% were male. In total,
42.9% were aged 20 and under, 20.4% were aged 21-24 and 36.7% were aged 25 and
over.

In Bellevue ward there were 397 students enrolled at a Further Education college in
2009/10. Further Education can be defined as post-secondary education that is distinct from
the education offered in universities. Of all students enrolled, 14.1% were full time and
85.9% were part time students, while 54.7% were female and 45.3% were male. In total,
42.3% were aged 19 and under, 21.2% were aged 20-25 and 36.5% were aged 26 and
over.

In 20010/11 21.9% of pupils in post-primary schools had Free School Meal Entitlement
(based on pupil residence data).

(which includes those who claim Jobseekers Allowance and National Insurance credits and
severely disabled claimants but excludes students seeking vacation work and the
temporarily stopped). In 2010, the average number of monthly unemployment-related
benefits claimants in Bellevue ward, as a percentage of the working age population was
7.1%. Of these, 19.7% were counted as Long Term Unemployed i.e. they had been claiming
for over 12 months.

For Bellevue ward in 2011 328 adults and 241 children under 16 were living in Income
Support households.

Deprivation - NIMDM 2010

The Northern Ireland Multiple Deprivation Measure 2010 (NIMDM 2010) report was
published in May 2010. The report identifies small area concentrations of multiple
deprivation across Northern Ireland. The results for Bellevue ward are shown below.

On the Multiple Deprivation Measure ward level summary Bellevue ward has an overall rank
of 155 out of 582 wards. All wards in Northern Ireland are ranked, 1 being the most
deprived (Whiterock in Belfast) and 582 the least deprived (Wallace Park in Lisburn). Wards
with ranks of 58 or lower are in the top 10% most deprived wards in Northern Ireland, this
means Bellevue, with a rank of 155, is outside the top 10% most deprived wards. Bellevue
ward's rank of 155 places it in the 30% to 40% band.

Bellevue ward lies in Belfast LGD, which has 51 wards with ranks from 1 (Whiterock) to
576 (Stormont).

All information for Bellevue ward is shown in the table below. On the income domain
Bellevue ward is ranked 138, while on the employment domain it is ranked 162. Looking at
proximity to services Bellevue ward is ranked 426.

Average life expectancy measures the expected years of life at birth based on the mortality
rates of the period in question. Life expectancy for males in Bellevue ward for 2007-2009 is
‘Greater than NI average but less than 85" and for females is ‘Greater than NI average but
less than 85'.

In total 25 people died in 2009 in Bellevue, of all deaths, 9 ( 36.0%) were to malignant
neoplasms, 6 ( 24.0%) were to circulatory disease and 4 ( 16.0%) were to respiratory
disease.
