NINIS for Investing for Health provides information on key Health and Well-being 
indicators relating to the Investing for Health Strategy - Area Profiles, interactive maps 
and spreadsheets containing statistical data are available for each area in Northern 
Ireland.  

Recent developments include updated and restructured Area Profiles which now 
contain colour-coded headline indicators and trend data for all Goals and Objectives. An 
Interactive Atlas of pre-created thematic maps comparing Health and Well-being 
Indicators across areas and over time is also now available.

Northern Ireland Multiple Deprivation Measure 2005 (NIMDM 2005) was published in 
May 2005. The report identifies small area concentrations of multiple deprivation across 
Northern Ireland.  It further develops previous measures published in 2001 and allows 
more effective targeting of policies and resources on deprived areas. The NINIS website 
allows users to search by postcode or maps to obtain an Area Profile based on the 
NIMDM 2005, download all the spreadsheets of information and also thematically map 
the data. Interactive Mapping is also available allowing users to mouse-over their area 
to view and compare deprivation across Northern Ireland. 

NINIS for Town and Villages provides information for settlements based on Key  
Statistics from the 2001 Census for towns and villages with a population size of 500  
people or more. There are over 180 such settlements in Northern Ireland. Users can  
obtain a profile for their town or village, view maps of the settlement boundaries and 
download the data tables in spreadsheets. Settlements are categorised into eight 
different bands which have been identified as Urban or Rural by the Inter-Departmental
Urban-Rural Definition Group. 

NINIS for Neighbourhood Renewal  provides statistical data for each of the 36 
Neighbourhood Renewal Areas across Northern Ireland which, under the Government's 
People and Place Strategy, have been designated as areas that are experiencing the 
highest levels of deprivation.  Area Profiles, downloadable maps and data spreadsheets 
are available for each Neighbourhood Renewal Area.  

 
Area Profiles contain information on Neighbourhood Renewal Targets, maps, 
comparative tables of results and, where available, a Neighbourhood Renewal Survey 
conducted on a housing estate located within that NRA.
